SUMMARY OF AMENDMENTS
TO

PROTECTIVE COVENANTS OF

BROOK TRAILS ESTATES

FIRST AMENDMENT
Recorded October 26, 1979 - Division of Records & Elections – King County


Paragraph 3 amended to read:


The ground floor area of the main structure, exclusive of one story open porches and garages, shall not be less than 1,500 square feet for a one story dwelling.  A dwelling of more than one story, exclusive of open porches and garages, shall be not less than a total of 2,000 square feet including all stories.

SECOND AMENDMENT

Recorded April 9, 1984 - Division of Records & Elections – King County


Paragraph 24 amended to read:


24.  The Architectural Control Committee (the “ACC”) shall be composed of five (5) members comprised of:

(a) a developer representative, being a developer or builder who owns one or more undeveloped lots in Brook Trails Estates;

(b) An architect; and

(c) Three (3) members of the Brook Trails Homeowners Association who own and reside in residences in Brook Trails Estates.

Members of the ACC shall be appointed by the Board of Directors of Brook Trails Homeowners Association to serve a two (2) year term of office.  In the event of death, disability or resignation of any member of the ACC, the Board of Directors of the Brook Trails Homeowners Association shall appoint a successor member to complete the term of office.  The ACC shall have the power and authority to adopt by majority vote policies regarding the nature and extent of minor design changes which lot owners may make in ACC-approved plans without having to obtain additional ACC approval.

Paragraph 33 amended to read:

33.  The Association may at reasonable times, and after providing to the Owner or Owners of affected Lots reasonable notice under the circumstances, enter upon any Lot for the purpose of performing its functions under this Declaration.  The Board of Directors may adopt and publish reasonable rules and regulations governing the use of the Common Areas, the interpretation of this Declaration, and the establishment of penalties for any violation thereof; provided, however, that such rules and regulations shall require that, prior to taking of any action or levying of any penalty for a violation of this Declaration, the Association shall have received a written complaint from at least one Owner requesting that action be taken.
Paragraph 34 amended to read:

34.  The Association shall have the right to enforce, by any proceeding at law or in equity, all restrictions, conditions, covenants, reservations, liens and charges now or hereafter imposed by the provisions of this Declaration.  Failure by the Association to enforce any covenants or restrictions herein contained shall in no event be deemed a waiver of the right to so thereafter.  The violator(s) shall be responsible for all costs incurred in enforcing this Declaration, including reasonable attorneys’ fees and expenses.  The Association may add any such costs due it to the current or next annual assessment to the offending Owner(s).

Paragraph 35 amended to read:

35.  The Association, its Board of Directors and any agents and employees shall not be liable to any person for acts or omissions done in good faith, in the interpretation, administration or enforcement of the Declaration.

THIRD AMENDMENT 


Recorded 2003 by the Division of Records & Elections – King County


Paragraph 24 amended to read:


24.  The Architectural Control Committee (the “ACC”) shall be composed of not less than three (3) nor more than five (5) members of the Association.  Members of the ACC shall be appointed by the Board of Directors of Brook Trails Estates Homeowners Association to serve a two (2) year term of office.  Members may be reappointed.  In the event of death, disability or resignation of any member of the ACC, the Board of Directors of the Brook Trails Estates Homeowners Association shall appoint a successor member to complete the term of office.  The ACC shall have the power and authority to adopt by majority vote policies regarding the nature and extent of minor design changes which lot owners may make in ACC approved plans without having to obtain ACC approval.
